
For each block cut:
Background, light fabric: at least one 3-1/2 x width of fabric. You might be  
able to get away with just one strip or you might need a little more than one strip.

Sub cut into the following:
= Two 3-1/2" x 7-1/2"     = Two 3-1/2" x 3-1/2"
= Two 3-1/2" x 4-1/2"     = Four 3-1/2" x 2-1/2"

 Basket, dark fabric: 
= One 6-7/8" x 6-7/8", subcut into 2 half square triangles (HST), you will need 1 triangle
= Two 2-1/2" x 2-1/2", mark a diagonal line on the reverse side of each

Medium contrast fabric: 
= Two 2-7/8" x 2-7/8", subcut into 4 HST, you will need 3 triangles
= Six 2-1/2" x 2-1/2", mark a diagonal line on the reverse side of each

Light contrast fabric: 
= Three 2-7/8" x 2-7/8", subcut into 4 HST, you will need six triangles

Making the block:
1. Sew the three medium contrast HST to three of the light contrast HST.

2. Sew the medium/light HST squares and the remaining light contrast HST 
    together into rows and sew the rows into a triangle unit.

3. Sew the 6-7/8" basket HST to the triangle unit to make a square.

4. Lay the two 2-1/2" basket squares and two of the 2-1/2" medium contrast 
    squares right sides together (RST) on the four 3-1/2" x 2-1/2" 
    background pieces as shown (only 1 pair is shown, do the basket pair in 
    the same way), stitch on the drawn line and fold over as shown.Trim the 
    inside layer to 1/4" to reduce bulk.

5. Lay two 2-1/2" medium contrast squares RST on the two 3-1/2" x 4-1/2" 
    as shown (only 1 is shown, do the 2nd in the same way), stitch on the 
    drawn line and fold over as shown. Trim the inside layer to 1/4".

6. Lay the last two 2-1/2" medium contrast squares RST on the two 3-1/2" x 
    4-1/2" as shown, stitch on the drawn line and fold over as shown (only 1 
    is shown, do the 2nd in the same way). Trim the inside layer to 1/4".

7. Sew the 3-1/2" x 4-1/2" and 3-1/2" x 2-1/2" background-medium contrast 
    units, and one of the 3-1/2" background squares into rows as shown. 
    Sew the rows to the center square unit as shown.

8. Sew the 3-1/2" x 7-1/2" backgrounds, 3-1/2" x 2-1/2" background-basket 
    units, and the remaining 3-1/2" background square into rows as shown. Sew the rows to the square unit as shown.  _
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
